Flooding
1. This Contract is subject to the Buyer satisfying itself within ________ days from the Contract Date (“Flood Search Date”) that the Property has not in the past been affected by flooding.

2. If the Buyer determines that the Property has in the past been affected by flooding then the Buyer may terminate this Contract by notice in writing to the Seller, by 5pm on the Flood Search Date. In order to be able to properly terminate, the notice must be accompanied by a written statement from the Local Government or a registered surveyor stating that the Property  has in the past been affected by flooding.

3. If the Contract is properly terminated by the Buyer, the Deposit will be refunded to the Buyer.

4. If the Buyer does not provide notice to the Seller by 5 p.m. on the Flood Search Date, the Buyer will be deemed to be satisfied with the outcome of its enquiries.
