1. House & Land Package -ADL
1.1. The parties agree that in consideration of the Purchase Price the Seller has agreed to complete the construction of a residential dwelling on the Property (“the House”) in accordance with the plans and specifications that have been provided by the Seller to the Buyer and which are annexed to this Contract and marked with “A”(“Plans and Specifications.

1.2. The Seller will at its expense complete the construction of the House in accordance with the Plans and the Specifications to a reasonable standard and in a competent and workmanlike manner and in accordance with the Local Government requirements.

1.3. The Buyer acknowledges that the Seller may vary the internal layout of the House slightly to accommodate contingencies of design and construction and items detailed in the specification schedule may need to be replaced by items of substantially the same quality and description, due to availability. The Buyer will not be entitled to make any objection or claim compensation or damages from the Seller if there are minor discrepancies between the house constructed on the land, the furniture, furnishings, floor coverings, fixtures and fittings provided by the Seller and those described in the Plans and the Specifications unless the Buyer would be materially prejudiced by the discrepancies or variations.

1.4. The Settlement of this Contract shall take place on that day which is _________ business days after the Local Government issues a Certificate of Classification confirming that the construction of the House has been completed to the Local Governments satisfaction and that the House is capable of lawful occupation. Settlement will not take place before that day which is _________ days from Contract Date. 

1.5. If construction of the House is not complete by the date which is __________ months from the Contract Date (the “Construction Date”) then either party may terminate this Contract by notice in writing to the other in which case this Contract will be at an end and the Deposit will be refunded by the Buyer.

1.6. If the construction of the House is not complete by the Construction Date, and the failure to complete the construction its due to the delay attributable in whole or in part to such things as the weather, availability of materials or contractors or by any other cause, matter or thing beyond the control of the Seller, then the Seller may extend the Construction date by the number of days of delay attributable to such causes. It is agreed that a letter from the Seller’s solicitor stating the cause and the period of delay will be sufficient proof of such delay. The Construction Date can not be extended by more than three (3) months without the consent of both parties.

1.7. The Seller will, so far as it is able, transfer to the Buyer at the Settlement all manufactures warranties relating to chattels and fixtures included in the construction of the House provided that the Buyer does all things required to complete the transfer of such manufacturer’s warranties.

1.8. The Seller must fix defective work or materials relating to the House which is notified to the Seller within three (3) months of the date of possession however, the Seller need not fix:-

1.8.1. Scratches, chips, dents or marks on any surface, covering or item unless the Buyer notifies the Seller before taking possession of the Property; and

1.8.2. Concrete paths, slabs, garage floors, driveways, patios, terraces, tiled areas or other exposed concrete surfaces that develop cracks or other damage due to the temperature changes or normal settlement.

1.9. The parties agree that Clause 23 of the Standard Terms of Contract will not apply. The property will remain at the Seller’s risk until settlement is effected.
